1.0 Introduction
1.1 Purpose and Background
The ACT Government has requested that the NCA prepare a draft Development Control Plan (DCP) for Block 18 Section 106 Symonston.  
The purpose of this report is to summarise the main issues raised during the public consultation process, undertaken by the National Capital Authority (NCA) on Draft Development Control Plan No. 171/09/0005 for Block 18 Section 106 Symonston.
1.2 Existing National Capital Plan Provisions

The NCA is responsible for preparing and administering the National Capital Plan (the Plan). The object of the Plan is “to ensure that Canberra and the Territory are planned and developed in accordance with their national significance”.

In accordance with the Plan, development on land adjacent to the Monaro Highway is ‘to conform to Development Control Plans agreed by the Authority, which seeks to enhance the surrounding predominately rural character and landscape outside urban areas’.  

The subject site has direct frontage to the Monaro Highway a designated ‘Approach Route’ under the Plan.  Development on this site within 200 metres of the centreline of the Monaro Highway is subject to the provisions established in the DCP.  

A DCP is prepared responding to the relevant provisions of the Plan and sets out the requirements to regulate development in the interests of the national capital. Under the Plan, a DCP:

May be maps, drawings, photographs, specifications and written statements. They should include sufficient detail for the guidance and management of development in the area, and may include design, sitting, scale, purpose, timing and phasing, construction, landscaping and other relevant matters.

1.3 Effect of the Draft Development Control Plan

Draft Development Control Plan No. 171/09/0005 includes the following provisions:

· planning and design objectives for development of the site and buildings;

· allowing development to a maximum height of one (1) storey;

· providing for an enhanced landscaped character along the Monaro Highway frontage;
· a 40 metre setback along the Monaro Highway to account for the existing 40 metre wide electrical easement on the site; and
· controls in relation to site access and parking.

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1.5 Public Consultation Process

The following stakeholders were identified as having an interest in the future development of Block 18 Section 106 Symonston:

· The ACT Companion Dog Inc.
· The ACT Planning and Land Authority (ACTPLA)

· The Land Development Agency (LDA)

The NCA released the Draft DCP for public consultation for the period to 5 September to 2 October 2009.  The consultation process included:

· Saturday 5 September 2009 – notice published in the Canberra Times;
· Monday 7 September 2009 – Draft DCP published on the NCA’s web site and letter and copy of the DCP sent to stakeholders advising of the release of the draft DCP for public consultation, and inviting comments.
· Wednesday 23 September 2009 – public information session held.

1.6 Public Information Session

A public information session was held at the NCA offices, Parkes from 12 pm until 2 pm on 23 September 2009.  One member of CSMEE attended to ascertain interest in the DCP.  No other members of the public attended.
1.7 Written Submissions
Two (2) submissions were received on DCP No. 171/09/0005 during the public consultation period.  ACTPLA and the LDA both provided their support for the Draft DCP.
2.0 Recommended Changes to Draft DCP

No changes are recommended to Draft DCP No. 171/09/0005 Block 18 Section 106 Symonston.  
3.0 Conclusion
Public consultation on Draft Development Control Plan No: 171/09/0005 – Block 18 Section 106 Symonston has been undertaken in accordance with the NCA Consultation Protocol 2007.
The community consultation process for the Draft DCP involved public notification of the Draft DCP, a public information session and publication online of the Draft DCP on the NCA web site.  In addition, the Draft DCP was discussed with relevant ACT Government departments.
Following public consultation, it was found that no changes are recommended to the DCP.
